Chlorine-induced Asthma — Fact or Fantasy?

We recently received an email from a colleague in Canada alerting us to the results of a study which
reinforced growing concerns about chlorine-induced asthma in the developing respiratory systems of
toddlers and juveniles in chlorinated swimming pools. There have been many studies undertaken on
the high probability of chlorine-induced asthma in mechanically ventilated, indoor and totally enclosed
chlorinated pools, but this particular study is unique in that it was undertaken in outdoor pools where
ventilation is, by definition, is simply not an issue!



Rather than go into detail here, if you have a concern about chlorine and its effect on immature and
developing respiratory systems, take a look at: www.medicalnewstoday.com/articles/82273.php and
note particularly the reference to the ionized pool. Thought provoking stuff, eh? And yet the “powers
that be” still insist on its use in public pools.
